· The parliamentary leaders of PkMAP, JI, MQM, QWP-S, BNP, ANP, APML and AMLP were present.
· Ten minority members were present.

· Six lawmakers including the Leader of the Opposition spoke for three hours and 43 minutes on the Motion under Rule 259 regarding petroleum prices and implementation of the Pakistan Essential Services Act, 1952 in Pakistan International Airlines.
